Background:

1.1 The Limdi Urban Co-Op. Bank ltd., Limdi is under Gujarat Co-Op. Societies Act 1961 and 
having banking license No. DBOD. UBD. GJ-326-P Dt. 21-12-1982 issued by RBI for Banking 
business activities issued by Reserve Bank of India.
